3. This new web site is portal-like in appearance and functionality, and runs on .NET technology.

4. All members of the SEMP Data Repository were sent an e-mail notifying them of the changes and asking them to re-register on the new site.

5. All data were moved, and re-linked to there new location in the database. Some data links were found to be broken, and once they were reported they were immediately fixed.

6. Traffic this quarter has been limited, however there were some initial problems with the automatic password request procedure that have since been solved. 

7. The SEMP Repository is running on Windows 2000 with Microsoft's Information Internet Server (IIS) 5.0 and Microsoft's .NET Framework.  The Simple Mail Transport Protocol (SMTP) and File Transfer Protocol (FTP) servers are also installed.  They both are part of the IIS package.  Currently the server only supports the HyperText Transport Protocol (HTTP).  For security reasons we may use Secure Socket Layers (SSL) in the near future.  This would encrypt all communication between the client and the server.  The SEMP Repository  application is written in ASP.Net. 

8. The New Data Upload Procedure is finished and is currently being tested.  The repository will be ready for data upload in mid-July.
