Research Activities:

John Arnett (UFLG) continues site selection for his spring bird survey. He will be looking at species occurrence in the effect of thinning and understory reduction in pine stands on the avian community.  Shirish Bhat also represented the UF effort at Fort Benning this month.

Paula Kahn and Jonathon Pitchford (Gopher2) have attached radio transmitters to the animals that will be part of the burrow collapse study in D-12 and K-20 and the relocation experiment in D-06 and F-03.  Pat Mulholland, Dan Gorham, Stephanie Miller and Richard Mitchell all conducted fieldwork for Pat's riparian project (ORNL3).  The SREL folks have completed their summer field effort.

Notes:

Hunting season is upon us.  The opening days are: Archery for deer and dove season on Sept 13; Black powder for deer on Oct 11; and deer season proper on Oct 18.   Hunters are already in the field scouting and preparing their blinds.  They can also hunt small game and pigs after the first of September.
