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Research Activities:

Mark Farr’s team (Jimmy Alley and Mark Antwine) from Vicksburg completed this season’s RBP survey of Fort Benning streams.  Pat Mullholland’s ORNL3 group was able to work around 3rd Brigade’s “Focus” exercise, but some of their work had to be postponed due to access and safety issues.  SREL managed to complete most of their fall sampling.  

A new project at Fort Benning is a Department of Defense (Legacy) study of sparrows on military installations.  This study is part of DoD’s “Partners in Flight” (PIF) program and is being conducted by the Institute for Bird Populations.  The field crew has moved to Columbus to operate mist nets and band birds at 6 sites on Fort Benning through next March and for the next four years. This is not a SEMP or SERDP project, but the HSC is providing orientation and advice at the behest of the installation.  For the benefit of the Fort Benning personnel, I have reported their field effort in the table below as “BirdPop”.
