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SEMP researchers conducted over 500 crew-days of field work at Fort Benning in FY2001.  This required approximately 1700 training compartment reservations with Range Division and 500 co-location agreements with various military training units. The two vehicles provided for SEMP research on Fort Benning were used on more than 277 trips for a total of nearly 20,000 miles. There was no incidence of SEMP research interfering  with the training mission and there were no serious accidents involving SEMP field crews.

The SEMP Host Site Coordinator provided additional support for ecological research outside of the SEMP program.  This included coordination for the Columbus State University Georgia Ecosystems Reference Site Project,  The University of California at Davis AVIRIS exotic plant survey and the Auburn University gopher tortoise study.  Support for SEMP field crews was improved by the purchase of two additional radios this year.  

SEMP was able to quickly adapt to the changed security procedures that resulted from the September 11 terrorist attack.  SEMP fieldwork resumed on September 18 and on September 27, SEMP coordinated the first non-military overflight of Fort Benning for the AVIRIS project.

Coordination between SEMP and the Fort Benning environmental management staff was been enhanced by a briefing conducted by the Host Site Coordinator and Theresa Davo (EMD/LMB) that presented an overview of SEMP to Land Management and Conservation Branch staff.  The Host Site Coordinator is now using Arcview to provide documentation in support of SEMP research and to improve coordination between SEMP and Fort Benning Environmental Management Division.
