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 Research Activities:
Pat Mulholland (ORNL1) removed his storm water sampling equipment with the completion of their quarterly sampling.  Danny Johns (ORNL3)  and Shirish Bhat (UFLG) are on base at least every other week for their respective studies.  Daniel Perkins and Nathan Haws (UFLG) drove down from Purdue to collect what is likely the final set of soil moisture measurements for  Dr. Suresh Rao.  The SREL crew has achieved full mob status with the addition of Jason Huff and Tonya Euell. 

Mark Farr was over from Vicksburg with Frank Ferguson and Jimmy Alley to advance the ECMI Aquatic Monitoring Initiative.  They spent ten days characterizing 28 stream sites using the EPA Rapid Bio-assessment Protocol and collecting substrate samples for an Index of Biotic Integrity (IBI) analysis.  They also collected data on Randall, Ochillee and Pine Knot Creeks to do a pilot analysis  for the Task II portion of their program.

Bill Debusk,  Joe Prenger,  Dwight Dindial and Noel Cawley  brought K. Ramesh Reddy up from Gainesville to look at the UF research sites and conduct site selection for their Phase III studies.  Dr. Reddy will assume the role of Lead Principal Investigator for the Florida folks with the departure of Bill Debusk.  Dr. Debusk is starting a new career - good luck  Bill and thanks for all the hard work.

Scheduling:

All requests for access in August are overdue.  Call me if you submitted a request for July and have not received schedule verification from me.

Coordination:

Dana Finney, USACE ERDC Public Affairs Officer, was at Fort Benning to collect background information on SEMP research and the interaction of between SEMP and Fort Benning.  Dana saw first-hand some of the ECMI and SREL field work. She also met with John Brent, Danielle Durante and others from DFEL and DOT.  Dana got a tour of the base and a large dose of Fort Benning culture.

Miscellaneous:

Fort Benning has received the first of what will become 30 Stryker armored vehicles that will be used for training by the Integrated Brigade Combat Team (IBCT).  These wheeled vehicles are bigger than Bradleys and can travel paved roads like a car.

During August, Range Control will be sending out numerous weather advisories due to heat and lightning.  They are considering asking the "Green Team" to respond to the advisories in the same manner as the military units.  Whenever you are in the field you must  monitor your radio at all times.
