PAVER™  Notes: 

 Installing PAVER™  Version 5.3.7 or 6.1.3 on a drive other than  

the C:\ root directory

1. Do not have any EMS program application (i.e. PAVER™ or PCASE) installed on your C:\ drive.  If so, remove program from computer and delete old EMS Program Files from C:\ drive.

*Before any modifications are done, back up your database(s)*
2. During the PAVER™ installation process, label the directory to save the program to as either:

a.
(Name of the drive):\EMS Program Files.  For example, if the installation drive is F, then use F:\EMS Program Files.

Or

b.
C:\(Folder where you want PAVER™ Installed)\EMS Program Files.  For example, if the installation folder is Program Files on your C drive, then use C:\Program Files\EMS Program Files.

3. When unzipping any PAVER™ patches, make sure to extract the .zip file to the root directory where EMS Program Files is installed.  For example, if PAVER™ is on drive F then unzip the patch to F:\

4. If the drive is external, you cannot run PAVER™ by connecting the external drive to another computer because the PAVER™ .dll files are registered on the computer where the installation took place.  However, if a full copy of PAVER™ is installed on the other computer, then you can access a PAVER™ database on the external drive provided the system tables are the same on both computers.

For Example:  Computer 1 installs PAVER™ on a networked drive.  Computer 2 is connected to that same drive and would like to see/ modify a database that Computer 1 has been working on.  These are the rules that must be followed:

a.
Computer 2 must have its own locally installed version of PAVER™.

b.
Computer 2 must have the exact same system tables as Computer 1.

c.
Computer 1 and 2 cannot have the same database open simultaneously.

5. On external or networked drives, the speed of PAVER™ will be slow and is a function of the connection and external drive speeds.
