· Multiple Named System Tables

In PAVER 5/6, there is only one set of system tables in the databases to share. Every time a new database is imported to a computer, its system tables are used to either append the existing system tables or replace them. PAVER 7 allow there to be separate sets of system tables, i.e. the user can choose to keep each of the database’s system tables independent from the others.  The user can still choose to share the system tables with all of the other databases similar to PAVER 5/6. 

· Section History Trend Report

This new tool displays the work history and Pavement Condition Index (PCI) of a chosen section on the same chart.  It includes a description of the categories of work done, the age of the pavement, and the option to view all of the section’s work and inspection history or just the information since the last major construction.

· Section Split Wizard

This wizard will walk the user through the process of splitting existing sections into multiple sections.  It will allow for the previous inspection data to be split among the newly defined sections.

· GIS Enhancements

All of the GIS view will have right click capabilities. These capabilities will include user defined information, view images, and view images as movies. The user defined information allows the user to right click on a polygon and select the desired fields to view information; this is similar to the user defined report.  If any images have been stored with a pavement section, the right click will allow the user to view them as they are looking at each polygon.  Multiple images can be viewed as a movie, such that the user will be able to view a series of images at once.

· Condition Analysis Wizards & Work Plan Wizard

These wizards will walk the user through running each analysis.

· PAVER Use/Networking Options

Server Based Install – The engineering rules and the PAVER data are installed onto a server.  The user will have access to them via their individual computers and each individual computer will only have the user interface (“thick client”) installed onto it.

Web Access Install – PAVER will be accessible over the internet so that the user will not have to install the thick client onto their desktop.  All of the PAVER capabilities will available through a server install. 


Single Machine Install – PAVER will still have the ability to be installed onto a machine just as it is done with versions 5 and 6
