What are the differences between Installation METL and “Warfighting” METL?

Installation METL differs from “warfighting METL” in two significant ways.  First, warfighting METL focuses training on a combat unit’s (or installation tenants) wartime mission accomplishment.  Installation METL focuses on those tasks that must be done to support its tenants (post-TIM definition) as they train for or accomplish their mission.  This requires an understanding of the tenant requirements.  

The second difference is warfighting METL is focused on a required level of warfighting proficiency.  The warfighter trains to reach or sustain the required proficiency.  Installation METL focuses on a required level of execution to meet tenants’ support requirements.  Garrison activities meet these support requirements through the combined effort of work processes and resources (personnel, funds, equipment, infrastructure and time).  If the support level is inadequate the garrison commander must redesign work processes or reallocate/upgrade resources.
