Overview

The current replacement cost for corrosion intensive components such as condensate return piping systems at Ft. Hood and Ft. Polk is $5.8M.  The current life of these piping systems is 25 years.  By implementing alternative corrosion control technology in condensate piping systems that is compatible with humidification and cooling, the life of the condensate piping system along with associated components such as steam traps will be extended by 20 years.  The cost of implementing this technology at the primary installation is estimated to be $110K.  The potential 5-year ROI is 21.  It is assumed that this technology will be implemented at two additional FORSCOM installations.  The potential cost savings over the extended life (20 years0 for the three FORSCOM installations is estimated to be $13.6M.  The projection ROI for three installations over the extended life of the condensate systems is 85.
