Implementation of Corrosion Control Acceptance Criteria for Impressed and Sacrificial Cathodic Protection System, Ft. Carson

This technology implementation was completed on 24 May 2001 with an inspection of the interior and exterior coating systems on the 1M gallon potable water tank.  The coating systems were found to be in terrific condition.  The appearance, adhesion and coating thickness were all as expected. The tank is ready to be filled.   CERL and Mr. James Bushman completed the implementation of the corrosion control acceptance criteria published in FEAP User Guide UG-FM-94/12 during July 2001. The cathodic protection system was accepted by the DPW with CERL’s recommendations during Sept 2001.  A key feature of the acceptance criteria is the ability to read  “instant-off potential” measurements, which are IR free, and to prevent damage to coating.
