(16).  Corrosion Control, Materials Durability Workshop, FORSCOM Installations

The 2001 Corrosion Control, Materials Durability Workshop was held 7-11 May at Champaign-Urbana.  Ten students attended, from 9 installations.  Students received 4 1/2 days of instruction on corrosion-related material, including corrosion basics, cathodic protections, coatings, and plastics.  Student response to the course presentations was very good.  Students found all of the instructors very informative, and they particularly appreciated the hands-on portions of the class.  This is the only corrosion prevention course designed specifically for DPW personnel.  This training provides the technology transfer concerning mitigation of premature deterioration of installation facilities such as fuel storage tanks, fuel piping, water distribution systems, and water tanks.

The 2002 COE and FORSCOM Facilities Engineer Corrosion Control Course was held in Champaign/Urbana Illinois, 3 – 7 June 2002.  Fourteen students attended, representing six  FORSCOM installations.  A team of 8 instructors presented 36 hours of classroom lectures and hands-on exercises.  The course was held in part at CERL facility, with the remainder held at the Eastland Suites conference center in Urbana.  The course provides corrosion control training for DPW facilities.  Topics included were:

Fundamentals of corrosion, coatings, and cathodic protection

Design of cathodic protection systems

Selection of materials 

Water treatment for steam and hot water heating systems, cooling systems and potable water

Operation and maintenance of cathodic protection systems 

The course included classroom demonstrations and a field exercise to give students hands-on experience in taking the measurements needed to evaluate the effectiveness of corrosion control measures, and demonstrate compliance with UST and natural gas regulations.
