Boiler Safety Inspection, Fort Campbell KY, Ft. Stewart GA, Hunter Army Air Field

Fort Campbell KY:

During the period of October 21 through 25, 2002, the Hartford Steam Boiler Inspection & Insurance Company of Connecticut provided annual boiler inspection services at Fort Campbell, KY according to the Statement of Work DACA88-98-D-0001, D.O. 0016.  Mr. Clinton Willis was the authorized inspector, having a National Board of Boiler and Pressure Vessel Inspectors (NBBPVI) Commission number of NB 12393A.  Mr. George Schaffer, Supervisor of the Fort Campbell I.M. Shop, was the Public Works Business Center (PWBC) Representative.  Mr. Schaffer assigned personnel to escort the Mr. Willis from building to building and coordinate the inspection with the boiler operators.  The inspection was very well coordinated; Mr. Schaffer and Mr. Andy Nichols should be commended for their effort.

Fifty-seven (57) boilers identified on a list provided by the Army Corps of Engineers were inspected.  Each inspection consisted of a type A inspection followed or preceded by a type C inspection.  A type A inspection is a visual internal and external inspection; type C is a visual operational inspection.  Three boilers located in Building 7223 were not inspected because they had been permanently taken out of service.  An internal waterside surface inspection of Boiler #2 Building 858 (laundry) was not performed due to leaking block valves from the steam header.  All other inspections were completed.  Mr. Schaffer was copied with all reports in addition to being briefed at an exit meeting when all inspection activity was completed.

Several of the boiler plants visited were noted to be very well maintained and were well above average with regard to housekeeping.  Cleanliness of the other boiler plants was satisfactory.

Ft. Stewart, Hunter Army Air Field

During the weeks of 21 October and 4 November 2002, forty-four (44) internal, external, and operational boiler inspections were performed at primary and remote boiler heating plants throughout Fort Stewart and Hunter Army Air Field.  These inspections were performed by Coastal Inspection Services, Inc. of Foxboro, MA in accordance with the National Board of Boiler and Pressure Vessel Inspection (NBBPVI) Code, Controls and Safety Device Code (CSD-1) and as outlined in the Statement of Work DACA88-98-D-0001, D.O. 0017.

During the inspection visits to Hunter Army Air Field, Mr. Chris Harley acted as the Public Works Business Center (PWBC) Representative and assisted in the inspection process while Mr. Randy Parks performed this service at Fort Stewart.  Mr. Fred Lawrence was the authorized inspector, having a NBBPVI Commission number of NB 11658.  Mr. Lawrence attended scheduling meetings at both posts prior to performing the inspections.  Review exit meetings were held at Fort Stewart on 25 October and 8 November 2002.

As required in Task 4 of the Statement of Work, each boiler is addressed below with conditions noted and recommended corrective actions listed.  This section is followed by some general recommendations to improve the operating conditions and insure the safety and dependability of these boilers.
