Implementation of Heat Distribution Condition/Corrosion Assessment Procedures,

An onsite coordination meeting was held 1 – 2 AUG 01 with installation personnel and contractor PERTAN Group.  In addition a working meeting was held at ERDC-CERL in Champaign, IL on 3 – 6 SEP 01 consisting of CERL employees, the PERTAN Group, and members of NMD & Associates.  The purpose of the meeting was to define and detail all of the nodes and segments of the North Loop for a later onsite component level inventory and for entry into the HeatMap program.  A HeatMap system model, which is required for use by the HEATER program, has been created and is currently at the 90% level of accuracy.  Direct comparison to the as-built system will occur during the application of condition assessment procedures.  Ms. Vicki VanBlaricum who is scheduled to release the first version of the HEATER engineering management system (EMS) will also be assisting in the application of the condition assessment procedures.  When fully implemented, the existence of periodically updated condition indexes for heat distribution systems has the potential to allow for a “level playing field” direct comparison.  For both interim and future predicted comparisons, these indices also allow for projected condition using failure curves developed at ERDC-CERL.  Through the HEATER EMS program with detailed and engineering based predicted future system condition a scenario-based approach to maintenance/repair task planning can help to optimize the use of limited funds.    


As of 30 APR 03 on-site inspection has been completed with preliminary findings provided to the installation.  When the HDS construction installation is completed additional inspection and lessons learned guidance will be provided.
