Description


Education Partnership Agreements (EPAs) provide a means for the director of defense laboratories to work with education institutions to encourage and enhance study in scientific disciplines at all levels of education.  Laboratory support can include loaning equipment or donating surplus equipment, making personnel available to assist in teaching and course development, and involving faculty and students in laboratory research.

Purpose


The purpose of an education partnership agreement is to formalize the relationship between a DOD entity and an educational entity.  Education partnerships are intended to aid in the educational experience of students of all levels by providing a mechanism by which those students can benefit from the staff expertise, unique facilities and equipment that the DOD entity can provide.
