Interagency Agreements
Description


An Interagency Agreement (IAG) is written for a specific task(s) to be executed at the ERDC laboratory or at another Agency.  The agreement is a type of contract that allows one agency to purchase these services from the other agency.  The IAG clearly identifies all goods or services obtained from or provided to another Federal Agency.


An IAG is composed of a funds form(s) to include the authorizing officials’ signatures, required article provisions governing responsibilities and procedures agreed upon, a proposal and scope of work.


In order to receive funds and perform work for non-DoD agencies, an IAG or a similar agreement, a Reimbursable Support Agreement (RSA) must be done.  Memorandums of Agreement (MOAs) may also be done for this purpose, which are explained in an earlier section of this handbook.


An RSA is the same as an IAG except that it is called an RSA by the other Agency.  All procedures and provisions apply to both agreements.

Purpose

The Purpose of the IAG is to:

· Establish responsibilities and procedures to provide supplies and services to another Federal agency

· Provides funding terms for all costs to be incurred in the performance of the agreement

Participants

Any Federal Agency within the United States needing to obtain supplies or services from CERL may participate in an IAG.

Agreement Qualifications

The head of an agency or major organizational unit within an agency may place an order with a major organizational unit within the same agency or another agency for goods or services if:

· amounts are available;

· the head of the ordering agency or unit decides the order is in the best interest of the U.S. Government;

· the agency or unit to fill the order is able to provide the ordered goods services; and

· the head of the agency decides ordered goods or services cannot be provided as conveniently or cheaply by a commercial enterprise.

Funds Form Requirements


Interagency Agreement Funds form must contain the following information before the Approving Officials may sign it:

· Interagency Agreement Document Control Number

· Treasury Financial Manual Fund Appropriation Number

· Period of Performance

· Project Period

· Budget Period

· CERL Administrative Contact and Telephone

· Partnering Agency Administrative Contact and Telephone

· Technical Contacts for both parties

· Accounting Data:  Dollar Amount of Agreement/Cost Structure

· Agency Billing Address

· Agency Program Manager and Agency Contracting Officer Signatures and Dates

Provisions
Liability

· Notwithstanding CERL accountability for its actions, specifies that the customer remains responsible for providing additional funds, or seeking additional appropriations if necessary, to cover the costs of any U.S. liability.

· An agency must have statutory authority to transfer funds to another agency.  This authority is generally the Economy Act 31 U.S.C. 1535 (d).

Funding
· Requires customer to pay for all CERL assistance

· Payments must be in advance or may be reimbursable

· Procedures for transferring funds

· Requires CERL to notify customer if CERL forecasts actual costs to exceed the amount of funding provided; requires customer to then either:

· Provide the additional funds

· Limit the scope to available funds

· Terminate work

· CERL shall conduct a final accounting within 30 days of completion of work

· Requires CERL to return any excess funds and customer to supply any deficient funds within 90 days of final accounting

· Customer remains responsible for outstanding costs (i.e. contract claims) even after final accounting

· Requires performing agency to incur all expenditures before the end of the fiscal year in which the funds are appropriated

Amending the IAG


During the fiscal year, amendments to the IAG may be requested to add a new service, add new funds, move funds between transfer pay accounts or to request a refund or terminate a vendor service.  Additional tasks added to the IAG should fall within the general scope of work of the original agreement.  Otherwise, a new agreement should be negotiated and cleared.  IAG amendments may be requested any time up to August of that fiscal year, with a few exceptions.  A service or funds should only be added to the IAG if there is sufficient time left in the fiscal year to place valid orders against the funds.
Benefits
· Opportunity to bring funds in to the lab while providing services another Federal Agency or government entity

· Eliminates unnecessary resource duplication and increases economy’s effectiveness by cooperating with other Federal Agencies or government entities
